I thought it would be interesting to look at what
makes up Fernhurst Scout Group — the sections
and the leaders responsible for them.

We have five uniformed leaders in the Scout
section (10% to 14 year olds) with 20 members,
Dave Gibbon is our Scout Leader with James
McLelland, Tracey Edwards, Matt Bryant and
James Bicknell as the assistant leaders.

In the Cubs (8 to 10% years) with 18 members, we
have Chris Lloyd as the Cub leader, John Martin
as the assistant leader and Agnes Bacon as a
young leader.

In the Beaver section (6 to 8 years old), with 20
members, we have Louise Buchanan as the
Beaver Leader, and Catriona Gibbon as a young
leader. Louise is also helped most weeks by
Sarah Poland, Helen Marston and Sally Keohane.

Then we have Liz Codd, who is Assistant Group
Scout Leader with responsibility for publicity —
including this fantastic newsletter!!

As you can see, the younger the children the less
uniformed leaders we seem to have!! This is
unfortunate as ideally it would be good to have
more leaders with the younger aged members. Of
course, when people say they want to be a leader,
they often have a particular age in mind that they
want to work with, and we are always grateful for
anyone who volunteers and accept them for that
age.

At the present time we are particularly looking for
Cub and Beaver leaders. By becoming a leader or
“holding an appointment”, and going into uniform,
is not a huge commitment of time. Yes, it does
mean coming to as many evening meetings for
your session as you can (if there are other leaders
you are more likely to have some weeks that you
can miss), and once a term probably a planning
meeting with your fellow section leaders. There is
also a group meeting once a term, where as many
of the leaders and helpers in the group as possible
meet together to discuss future activities, which
young members are moving up, and other issues
for the group.

Also we do occasionally have a social meeting,
for leaders, helpers, Executive Committee
Members and other halves — we have to have
fun too!! Being a leader is as big or small a
commitment as you see fit and that you have
time for. Therefore please consider making
some sort of a commitment for your child’s sake.
If we don'’t find some new leaders soon there is a
possibility that sections might have to close, or
have fewer meetings a term to relieve the
pressure on those currently responsible for
them.

Please can | also remind parents to make sure
that their Beaver or Cub arrives safely for
meetings by accompanying them to the hut.
With the nicer weather here it is tempting to let
them make their own way from the parking area,
but then we have the difficulty if they play
outside before their meeting as to who is
responsible if anything happens. The leaders
are usually using the few minutes before
members arrive to make sure they have all the
equipment ready, talking to other leaders/helpers
about the evening, and therefore cannot and are
not responsible for members until the meeting
starts.

The Scouts are trusted to be sensible when they
arrive if they are early, although if this trust is
abused it will need to be reconsidered as to
whether parents need to bring Scouts to the hut!!
Please ensure your Scout is aware of this.
